Young’s Loss
Young’s of Wandsworth is to shut and brewing
will move to Charles Wells in Bedford. The site
in Wandsworth has the longest brewing history
in the UK as brewing started at the Ram
Brewery there in 1581.
The local council want to redevelop the site
and have put extreme pressure on Young's to
move. CAMRA are urging Young's and Wells
to retain all of their beers, keep the two pub
estates as separate entities and not refer to
Wandsworth on beer brewed in Bedford.
